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Farmland Grant Applications Pour In
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A conservation easement for 203 acres of Okanogan County farmland
was funded through the WWRP grant program

Ten farmland projects were
funded in 2007, and with the
legislature’s historic appro-
priation of $100 million for the
WWRP grant program this year,
$4.3 million is still available. As of
the July deadline, 21 applications
totaling over $7 million were
accepted by the Recreation and
Conservation Office (formerly the
Interagency for Outdoor Recre-
ation or IAC) for a second round
of funding in 2008.

Applications for funding came
from Clallam, Douglas, Island,

Jefferson, King, Kittitas, Okan-
ogan, Pierce, Snohomish and
Yakima counties.

WWRP farmland grants are the
first state funding for a farmland
preservation program. The grants
can be used to buy development
rights, reducing a farmer’s finan-
cial pressure to develop. They can
also compensate farmers who
put a portion of their farm into
wildlife habitat.

Protection of wildlife corridor celebrated
in Richland

Richland residents, the Trust for Public Land and the
Tapteal Greenway Association celebrated the protec-
tion of Amon Creek Basin with a walking tour in
March. The valuable wetlands, native sage brush
steppe and streamside habitats that serve as a wildlife
corridor are now protected with matching funds from
the WWRP grant program.

City of Mount Vernon

Kiwanis Park invites kids to play outside
With the support of local elected officials, neighbors
and civic leaders, the City of Mount Vernon broke
ground for a new multi-use park. The park is in a
diverse residential neighborhood and will include
wetland trails, ball fields, a basketball court and picnic

area. WWRP funds were matched by the city and a
significant contribution from the local Kiwanis Club.

Beacon Rock State Park enhanced

Located in the Columbia River Gorge east of
Vancouver; Beacon Rock State Park is a 4,650-
acre year-round campground with 9,500 feet of
freshwater shoreline on the Columbia River. With
a $1.2 million WWRP grant, the day use facilities
now include picnic shelters, restrooms, trails and
more parking.

Kent youth enjoy their new skate and BMX park
A grand opening celebration for the Arbor Heights 360°
Park was held in June. The three-acre park includes a
state-of-the-art skate/BMX facility, climbing features,
trails and raised gardens that were acquired and
developed with over half a million dollars from the
WWRP grant program and matched by local donations,
including a land donation from the Arbor Village Retire-
ment Community and a climbing pinnacle from REI.

Ground broken for South Lake Union Park
Earlier this year, a groundbreaking celebration was
held by The Seattle Parks Foundation and Seattle
Parks Department for South Lake Union Park. The
WWRP was recognized for providing $2.5 million
for a park that will provide visitors a swath of
green along the waterfront with lookout points
and access for canoeing, kayaking and families to
play with model boats.
